International Baccalaureate Program Review and Implementation Plan
January 2016

Objective:

To assess the benefits and limitations of continuing with an amalgamated International Baccalaureate
Program in Regina Public Schools. This review was cited as part of the High School Strategy, introduced
in February 2014. The Division has conducted a review focussing on the feasibility and sustainability of
the current International Baccalaureate (IB) and Advanced Placement (AP) programs within the School
Division, beginning in March 2015. The recommendations of the review address the Division’s
commitment to provide access to enriched programming for all high school students.

This review provides an implementation plan regarding the provision of enriched programming across
the Division that is equitable and accessible to all Regina Public Schools’ students.

Background:
The High School Strategy, introduced in February 2015, was developed with a guiding principle:

“The purpose of this strategy is to create more equity of opportunities for all high school students in
Regina Public Schools through a student’s neighbourhood high school and access to Campus Regina
Public programming.”

The High School Strategy provides students:

e Access to quality and a diverse set of courses and extracurricular programs at the
neighbourhood high school;

e Access to more specialized programming for French Immersion High School and International
Baccalaureate students, along with programming at Martin Academy and specific programs for
students with intensive support needs; and

e Access to Campus Regina Public courses for all Grades 11 and 12 students, no matter what high
school they attend.

The High School Strategy identifies the need for consultation regarding the International Baccalaureate
(IB) Program and current Advanced Placement programming. The Division has committed to providing
access to enriched programming for all high school students. Of note, the Division is phasing out IB
programming at Thom Collegiate due to low enrolments. The Division has also started phasing out the
IB program at Campbell Collegiate beginning the 2015-2016 school year and has started the process of
application for IB status for Balfour Collegiate to be accessible to all students in the city.



Summary of Feedback through Consultations:

Feedback was received from a number of stakeholder groups, including past and present IB and AP
teachers and Administrators. While there was a wide range of perspectives in the feedback received, a
number of re-occurring themes emerged, which are summarized below.

e All groups agree that both IB and AP programs offer excellent enriched programming for
students and university preparation

e School administration agreed that AP offers more flexibility and a wider range of options for
schools

e Past and present IB teachers all agree that the international aspect of IB is a benefit of the
program

e |Bteachers also appreciated the training that is provided/required by IB International

e |B teachers appreciate the flexibility of the “internal” portion of the final IB grade

e All teachers liked that both IB and AP have externally graded final assessments

e All teachers thought that IB and AP challenge their students

Balfour:

Balfour currently has eight students whom have indicated they want to register for Pre-IB for the 2016-
17 school year. Four of those registered are from out of area (FWJ Family of Neighbourhood Schools).

Regina Public Schools:

Analysis of historical enrolment trends shows Campbell Collegiate’s IB Program has drawn students
from across Regina, but primarily the enrolment in IB is from what we would have considered “the
Campbell Area.” Thom Collegiate’s IB program enrolment was almost exclusively from “the Thom

Area.”

AP gives schools and the school divisions flexibility to tailor program offerings to their students
interests and to the capacity of the staff.

AP gives all schools and students equitable access to a well-recognized and support enriched
experience.

AP can be offered across the Division without a rigorous accreditation and re-accreditation
process.

Both AP and IB offer university recognition and credits given the student has met a minimum
standard.

AP does not “require” costly teacher accreditation and training.

Limitations:

Required costs of registration, accreditation and training for IB are very high.

It is not feasible to offer IB in all of our high schools given the requirements and costs
associated.

IB at one location would theoretically draw students from their home communities to a central
location (Balfour or Campbell).

AP is said to be somewhat harder to achieve the “standard” for University credit.

AP is relatively new to us in Regina Public Schools.



Implementation Plan:

A. Regina Public Schools will not continue with the process of applying for IB status for Balfour
Collegiate as enrolment, costs associated, and the fact that they have a thriving AP program
(highest numbers in RPS) does not warrant proceeding.

AND

B. Regina Public Schools will continue with phasing out of IB at Campbell Collegiate and allow the
IB program at Thom Collegiate to finish its last year. Regina Public Schools will continue its plan
to implement AP across the Division (including at Thom and Campbell Collegiates) as our option
for enrichment for ALL students.

This option allows for equitable access to enriched programming for all of our high school
students which is a fundamental premise of the High School Strategy.

		BACKGROUND



		



		The Regina School Division is divided into seven subdivision boundaries for the purpose of conducting school board Trustee elections.  In 2012, a recommendation was made to conduct a boundary review prior to the next election.



In early 2015, the City of Regina completed their ward boundary review and inquired about changes to school subdivision boundaries for 2016 in order to complete their Polling Area Review.  The Board undertook a review in June and September, recommending that the Administration work with the City during their Polling Area Review to formalize Trustee subdivision boundaries based upon civic polling areas.



		



		CURRENT STATUS



		



		The Administration worked with the City Administration to establish Trustee subdivision boundaries that were based upon civic polling areas.  Due to legislative requirements in the creation of polling areas, the review was unable to align Trustee subdivision boundaries with all polling areas.  The original intent to specifically use polling areas to form subdivision boundaries resulted in a greater imbalance in population for RPS proposed subdivisions (22,976 to 27,471).  The City’s new polling area boundaries also meandered through neighbourhoods, as opposed to following linear paths or major roadways.



After working with the City to make adjustments, the proposed subdivisions have less variance (23,753 to 25,950).  There was an effort on both sides to adjust boundary and polling areas to achieve the common goal.  The new boundaries follow the majority of polling areas and there is a major improvement in reducing the amount of overlap between subdivision, ward and polling area boundaries.  The City Administration is preparing to recommend the revised polling areas to City Council.  This new alignment works toward reducing the number of different ballots required in the election process.



Attached is a map of the proposed Public School Board electoral boundaries along with the proposed Electoral Subdivisions written descriptions (for Policy 7).  Once approved by the Board, the information will be forwarded to the Ministry of Education for approval and a ministerial order.  Also enclosed is a coloured subdivision map to be posted on the RPS website.

		CURRENT STATUS



		



		The attached application pertains to the proposed Eden Care development project located north of the Imperial School site.  The contract zone change application is required to allow multi-use buildings and/or larger multiple story buildings.



RPS has participated as a member of the project’s steering committee working toward a potential future partnership that would be related to the proposed rebuild of Imperial School.  The Eden Care group has presented a number of proposed options to both RPS and to the Ministry with regard to their project, the most recent being a presentation to the Board in June 2015 and a follow-up meeting with the Director in October.  RPS continues to await approval or other direction from the Ministry with respect to the Imperial rebuild request.



According to the application made to the City, it appears that the project and the site plan have been altered from the last presented version with a reduced number of buildings as well as the absence of any proposed linkages (facility) to the school site.  Since the current application pertains more to land use and zoning, the absence of any connectivity with the school site is not necessarily an indication of a final plan.  It may, however, be indicative of a project and process that needs to continue, absent of any definitive input from RPS.



Since this application specifically deals with the zoning change, RPS’ comment to the City would be to concur with any application for zoning changes that would support future partnership opportunities.  RPS should also dialogue with the Ministry of Education to determine the status of the rebuild and/or the scope that may be considered in planning the school rebuild.

		The City of Regina is requesting an easement to protect existing infrastructure facilities located on the site of the Mâmawêyatitân Centre (attached).  The easement is required to accommodate construction, operation, maintenance, alteration or repair of domestic sewer lines/mains, storm sewer lines/mains, catch basins, and water supply lines/mains.



		



		CURRENT STATUS



		



		It is common to have easements on Regina Public School Board property.  The proposed easement will not impede the function of the school.  The Board will not be allowed to plant trees or place or construct any structures within the easement area.



Pursuant to the easement agreement, the City will have the right of access to the property, so it is possible that some temporary disruption to the grounds and vegetation may occur at times.  Such damage must be repaired at the expense of the City, although trees or shrubs may be trimmed, cut back or removed becaue of overhanging branches or extensive root growth on, over or into the easement area.

(the “Lands™).

2. In consideration of the sum of One ($1.00) Dollar, the receipt of which is hereby
acknowledged, and subject to the terms and conditions contained in this agreement, the
Grantor grants to the City an easement pursuant to 7he Public Utilities Easement Act over
the portion of the Lands as indicated in the attached Schedule “A” (the “Easement Area™).

3. The easement granted to the City shall solely be for the purposes of the City to enter onto
the Easement Area at any time to construct, operate, maintain, alter or repair any one or
any combination of the following works:

(a) domestic sewer lines or mains;
(b) storm sewer lines or mains;

() catch basins; or

(d) water supply lines or mains

as the City deems necessary to place over, under or across the Easement Area, in its sole
discretion.

4. The City may bring onto the Easement Area any equipment, apparatus or personnel it
deems necessary to carry out any of the work described in section 3.

3, (a) The Grantor shall not plant any trees or place or construct any structures within
the Easement Area.
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(b)  The City shall have the right to trim, cut back or remove any trees or shrubs which
because of overhanging branches or extensive root growth on, over or into that
portion of the Easement Area, cause or are likely to cause interference with the
work described in section 3.

6. (a) If the City breaks up or opens the ground on the Easement Area, the City shall
promptly restore the ground to its former condition, as closely as is practical, upon
completing its intended work under section 3.
(b) Notwithstanding subsection (a), the City shall not be liable for any damage to any
shrubs, plants, flower beds or lawns located within the Easement Area.

i The City will compensate the Grantor for any damage caused to the Lands as a result of
the City carrying out any work pursuant to this agreement, excluding:
